Requirements for Participation:

1. All teams must play under the Cranford Soccer Club umbrella which includes wearing the CSC issued uniform. Participation fees must be paid directly to the Club which covers registration, insurance, field maintenance, referees, training, uniforms, and equipment. 

2. All players must be registered individually via the CSC online registration process by the set deadline. Participation fees must be paid before the deadline or registration will be nullified.
3. Cranford Soccer Club rules and regulations must be adhered to and respected at all times.

4. All out-of-town participants must assign a Representative to attend the monthly Cranford Soccer Club Board meetings. Their role is to represent the parents and coaches from their town and to serve as the liaison between their town’s residents and the Club.  
a. Emails and phone calls must be directed to the Town Representative, whose contact information has been clearly provided to the parents and coaches. The coaches and parents are not to contact CSC Coordinators directly. 
b. CSC Coordinators, in turn, will communicate solely with the Representative and will forward all emails and requests to the Representative rather than address them directly. 

5. If an out-of-town participant does not meet the minimum number of players to enter a full team into the Cranford Soccer Club, then the team automatically will split with no less than four players on every team. 
a. No team will have more out-of-town players than Cranford players unless otherwise determined by the Cranford Soccer Club. If the situation warrants, Cranford may keep the team together and backfill it with late registered Cranford players. 
b. If there are fewer than four players from a particular town, then the players will be assigned where there is room on a Cranford team.
6. No team is to exceed the maximum number of players or all the players will be divided into separate teams to ensure fair playing time.

7. Fair play should always be considered when playing opposing teams; there will be a maximum of a five goal differential for all games. If this is violated, then the coach will be disciplined accordingly. 
a. If an out-of-town team is dominant one season, the Cranford Soccer Club has the right to require that the town divide its players among the other Cranford teams at their discretion in future seasons. 
8. All coaches must be appropriately licensed and/or attend a coaching clinic during the season. Appropriate disciplinary action will be taken for non-compliance.
9. A list of all registered players should be sent to the Town Representative prior to the season start so that he/she may notify the Club of any foreseeable problems and address them accordingly. 
10. All coaches from Garwood are required by Town Ordinance to be fingerprinted at the cost of the Garwood Borough. Cranford Soccer Club should send a list of coaches to the Town Representative prior to the season start date.
