All players must register both ways and the preferred method of payment is via a secured online credit card system.  The instructions are below.

Online Registration

The Club would very much like to have as many payments as possible made online but checks are acceptable if you prefer.  You still have to register online, however, to play Travel Soccer.

	S.A.G.E. Sportsmanship Pledge.  This form must be signed by the parent(s) and players.  


	
	Uniform Order Form.  Please complete the bottom portion of this form.  


	
	Money.  Pay online as shown above or make a check payable to the Cranford Soccer Club for $195.  Uniform costs of $60 for the full uniform (or uniform parts as shown below) must be paid by check.  One check for registration and uniform costs is acceptable.  




All of the above must be done and submitted for each player for registration to be complete.  Paper clip (do not staple) all of the above.  Alternately, you can return the forms directly to your coach.  
The cost per player for the spring season covers Mid-New Jersey Youth Soccer Association and New Jersey Youth Soccer registration fees, insurance, referee fees ($80-100/game), team expenses (balls, cones, pinnies, etc.) and club expenses (field maintenance, administrative, etc.)  Not included are uniforms, professional trainers and tournaments.  Training and tournament costs are team decisions to be decided among the coach, players and parents.
